6. Allowances for both income (burial fees and advertising receipts) and normal expenses (burial ground, village maintenance, playing field etc) are on the pessimistic side, while generous allowances are made for the Jubilee and ‘miscellaneous’

7. Precept for 2012/13 unchanged since 2009/10 –perhaps a small increase?

8. Proceeds from any sale of the ride-on mower will be treated as a ‘windfall’.

9. Receipts under ‘General Administration’ are mainly the grant that the PC receives from the County Council towards the cost of cutting grass along the highway. Other receipts include income from the Millennium Book (but not for some time now).
10. General Administration in 2011/12 includes insurance (£2,117), subscriptions (£375), audit (£470), Office costs (£1,100) includes post, telephone, print, and Clerk’s mileage allowance of 60.1p per mile as per national agreement), plus miscellaneous things like meeting room hire, land registry fees, electricity for Christmas Tree (about £60) etc
11. Newsletter Advertisements for 2011/2 includes £1,500 which is Cyril’s estimate of receipts expected before 31/3/12

12. Legal Fees in 2011/2 includes a estimate of billing from Benhamlaw not yet received

13. Burial Ground cost increase in 20011/12 is mainly due to trees care and purchase of hedge trees which together account for just over £800
14. Village Maintenance 2011/2. Grass cutting by Young Brothers accounts for £2,935 and their bill for Parsler’s Piece is £1,635. There were repairs to a bus shelter £120 and tree work amounting to £455. The Dog Waste Bin Services costs £120 per year. The forecast includes £600 for maintenance costs in the remainder of this year.
15. In all cases it is assumed that VAT is recoverable.
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
